REMEMBRANCE DRY
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Year 6A decided to write poems in remembrance of
the fallen soldiers in World War 1 and 2.

In memory of the soldiers that lost their lives in the war and all
those that died for a good cause, freedom for the future, Class
6B celebrated Remembrance Day through Art. We used
“Silhouette Art” to explore our feelings and present our memo-
ries. The children used bold and bright colours for a background.
They then created “cut-out” pieces from black card and stuck
these on top to create a silhouette effect. The contradiction of
colour not only expressed their feelings but also signified the
power of the soldiers and their efforts that really stand out. We
really enjoyed completing these artistic pieces and they also
demonstrated the quality of our artwork and skills.

HALLOWEEN

Halloween is a holiday celebrated each year on October 31. Halloween 2021 occurred on
Sunday, October 31. The tradition of Halloween on 31 October comes from the ancient Celtic
festival of Samhain. Samhain was the Celtic New Year and they celebrated it on 1 November
because that was the end of summer and harvest time (life) and the beginning of winter (death).

It seems to have developed mostly from Christian feasts of the dead from later in the Middle
Ages, including All Saints’ Day on November 1 and All Souls’ Day on November 2. By the 9th
century, October 31 was being celebrated as All Hallows’ Eve, later became what we know now
as Halloween, throughout the western world.
